Attend and complete a weekend as a TECite or Observer.

Attend a reunion for a subsequent weekend.

Submit an application for team. Applications can be obtained through the team

selection committee, at the TEC website, and will be available at reunions and

other TEC sponsored functions.

v All team members will be asked to pay $35 to help cover expenses for the TEC
weekend.

v' Teens can be considered for the positions of resource, wheatie, assistant
musician, or cook. Young Adults can be considered for (Assist.) Sacristan, and
Observer Table Leader. Adults can be considered for Director positions, and
adult team.

v' Serving on a team in one particular role is limited to no more than once a year.
(Teens may only serve as a resource once in a year and a wheatie once in a year.
Adults may only serve on adult team once in a year and in a service capacity
once in a year.)

v' Team Selection Committee will give priority to those who have an application on
file. Applications will remain current until you have served on a team. After that,
you will need to submit a new application.

v' Team members who have been selected to work a weekend and are unable or
drop off during formations, for whatever reasons barring extreme circumstances,
will not be eligible to work another weekend for at least a year.

v Persons interested in being part of a team should be actively living the true

meaning of encountering Christ and the Spirit of TEC.
